STEPS 

 Step 1   

From the car park, take the charcoal path along the 
access road to Le P'tit Fleck - welcome to Fleckenstein 
Castle. You can visit the castle (admission charge). 

 Step 2   

Walk past the small car park in front of the P'tit Fleck and take the path marked with a red 
rectangle with a red rectangle to reach the Col du Schlossberg. Alternatively, you can take 
the rock path (marked with a red triangle). Be careful, this path can be dangerous for young 
children and in wet weather ! 

 Step 3   

At the pass, head towards the Loewenstein ruin 
(signposted in red with a white stripe through it). Built 
in the 13th century, it became an imperial fortress in 
1283, then a haunt of robber knights in the 14th century 
until it was destroyed in 1386. The path then leads to 
Hohenbourg castle. Built in the 13th century by the 
Puller family, known as the Hohenbourg family, it was 
restored in the early 16th century to become a residence. 

 Step 4   

Then descend the Schlossberg to reach the 
Maidenbrunnen (spring) and continue straight on 
towards the Franco-German border, marked by the 
Wilhelmstein (milestone), and a few minutes later reach 
the ruins of the Wegelnburg. At an altitude of 572 
metres, it is the highest castle ruin in the Palatinate. 
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 Step 5   

Retrace your steps. When you reach the Maidenbrunnen, take the path on the right (red 
rectangle markings) to reach the Schlossberg pass. 

 Step 6   

From the Schlossberg pass, take the path marked with a 
red disc down to the Gimbelhof. Gimbelhof past the 
medieval playground, a popular spot for budding 
knights ! 

 Step 7   

From the Gimbelhof, return to the castle car park along the path marked with a red 
rectangle. 
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
