After Saint-Martin Church, turn left onto rue des
Romains. Cross the D734 and continue towards 
Schleithal, following the signs . 

In Schleithal, at the first houses, turn left and follow the 
marked trail . At the beginning of rue des Champs, 
turn right to enter the village. Cross rue Principale and 
follow to the left until you reach rue de la Forêt. At 
the end of the street, continue left along the marked 
path . 

From the town hall square, head towards rue des Eglises
until you reach Saint-Martin Church. 

In the forest, when you come to , leave the marked 
trail and follow the path on the left to reach the RD 244,
which you will cross to follow the cycle path. 
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Passing by Geitershof, continue along the cycle path to
return to Seebach.
